Amazon Affiliate (they call it an Associate — butg the same thing). Then,
through YOUR own website, you will sell whateveogucts you like of
Amazon’s.

You may well have seen the Amazon logo on othepleéowebsite. If you click
on this logo you will be sent to Amazon.com, angaifi purchase the product that
the website you were viewing was advertising, Anmazdl pay you a
commission.

This works well for both parties; Amazon benefithese they have thousands of
other sellers (affiliates) marketing their productnd the affiliates benefit
because they have quality products to sell.

Of course howeverright now - as you read this eBook, this is of little help,
because you do not actually have your own websitan hear you saying ‘all
very interesting but how does this help me?”’

Let me tell you.

A lot of affiliate programs have realized that pleogonot want to go to the
trouble of creating their own site, and so a loaffiliate programs now give away
a free website when you sign up to become anat#ili

This sounds great! Your own site already set ulpy bperational and stocked full
of products, and — what’s more - the facilitiesatke credit card payments. No
need to design a site yourself, source your owdymts etc. It sounds ideal!
Well, just hang on a moment.

There are pros and cons.

‘MARKETING'. A lot of people forget this. So yosign up for an affiliate
program, and now you have a fantastic lookingsttieked full of hot products
....now what? What next?The affiliate program does NOT help you markeirth
products — you’re on your own for that.

This is why the majorityof people do nothake ANY money as an affiliate. Note |
say the ‘majority’. Sure — some people do makéafstic incomes purely as an
affiliate, but these people work hard, marketingtisite ruthlessly and taking their
business very seriously.

The problem is -most people believe that simghaving a site full of

great products — is enough. It isnAind it’s for this reason that most people
fail as affiliates. Nobody tells you this. It tome two years to learn.

Getting a site stocked with products is only thié bfit. And it's the easy half.

It's the MARKETING of your site that takes the hawvdrk. It's all very well
having a nice site that looks great, but you neaddster the skills to market your
site (remember the four elements needed for suatelss business).

The Essential Step by Step Guide
1. Get Your Domain Name.

The first thing you need to do is get yourself amdon name. This is the name
you want to give to your website. For example,dbmain name of my site is
www.chrisfarrell-online.com To get a domain name, you will have to pay an
annual fee (average cost $10) to a domain reg@trabmpany for the right to
use that name. This does not get you a websgetha name.

The companies that register domain names are galigstrars.
Geographically it doesn’t matter where your regisis, although | always feel
better if they are based in the country | live irhave lived in the US and the
UK, and therefore have used registrars in bottend to use
www.godaddy.conor www.namecheap.comBut have a search on Google,
and ask friends and colleagues who they use.

2. Choose a Web Host.

Once you have your own domain name, you veddto choose a hosting
company (also called a web host).



What is a hosting company? Basically a hostingpammy is a company that
connects your website to the World Wide Web. Eweepsite has a hosting
company.

There are thousands of hosting companies. So loyua choose a good one?

Well, when you purchase your domain name, youalslb be offered the
option of purchasing hosting. You do NOT haveug hosting from same
company you bought your domain from, although fordicities sake, it is
often easier.

Hosting packages vary in cost — but expect to maymich more than $10/15
month for a good host. If you want to shop arofordetter rates, do a Google
search for ‘hosting companies’.

Or better still, ask around. Speak to people wdnera website and ask them
which hosting company they use. | strongly recomveww.hostgator.com

By now, you have your domain name and web hosturYiext step is to design
your webpage itself.

As discussed in detail earlier, we are NOT goingde an affiliate website.
Instead, | want to show you how easy it is to @egaur own website. As a
beginner, the important thing now, is to actuakly gomething onto the web.

To create a web page, you will design it on younpater at home. You will
then upload it to your hosting company. And theeytwill transfer it to the
World Wide Web.

So how do we do all this?

When you design your web page at home, you wiltiteaise what is known
as aweb editor.

A web editor is a piece of software that all hagtoompanies recognize.
Simply put, a web editor is the software programdu® create web pages. It
converts the text and content that yeill write on your computer — into
‘computer language’ for your web hosting companurderstand.

So therefore, the first thing you will need — olmaty -is a web editor.



There are thousands of different web editors. Thagamentally all do the
same thing — allow you to create web pages. Daick@soogle search for
‘web editors’ (13 million when | just looked).

You may well have heard of some of the more fanveels editors — Frontpage
or Dreamweaver for example.

You can pay a lot of money for a web editor, betréhare also a lot of perfectly
good web editors available for free.

For the purpose of this eBook, we are going toafsee web editor.
It doesn’t really matter which editor you use @aststage), so | have chosen for
you a great web editor call&bmpozer mainly because it does the job well

and it very easy to learn on.
